Installation, Operation, Maintenance

To avoid injury or damage, always make sure to mount the speakers securely.

Make sure that all amplifiers are switched of and all controls are turned down before connecting the speaker systems.
Please pay attention on the connection to the transformer board and make sure that the polarity of the speakers is cor-
rect (also at the amplifier).

After connecting all systems cross-check the wiring with a phase checker. Make sure that the rated sum power of the
speakers do not exceed the output power of the 100 V amplifier!

Do not open the loudspeaker during operation.

Fix the rigid or swing and tilt bracket onto wanted position.

Unscrew the 4 fixing screws of the speaker grille, on the top and bottom lid and remove the grille.

Remove the metal plate, which is covering the connection terminal (2 screws).

Lead cable trough the cable gland and connect to terminal (50/25/12,5/6,25 W).

Fasten the connection terminal cover and fix the speaker with two M6 scews into the thread inserts. Screw in the 4 fixing
scews for the speaker grille.

For optimum performance, always use the correct voltage, power and operate within the frequency limits as specified.
